· Coast Guard Coast Lake Michigan Hazardous Spill – Planning- Coast Guard is developing an emergency response plan to an oil/chemical spill along the shoreline of the Great Lakes. Van Buren County (South Haven, South Haven Twp. and Covert Township). They were seeking assistance from locals on plan input and contacts.
· Incidents

· Western Diversified Plastics (Mattawan) – Fire took place on 4/1/2021 in Plant 13. LEPC SARA Title III Plan was used to identify chemicals and locations within the plant for fire and law enforcement.
· Rush Lake- A demo on a house took place on Rush Lake on 4/26/2021. The township was completing the demo and an unknown volume of fuel (likely diesel or home heating) made it into the lake and was migrating along shoreline north towards public boat launch. EGLE received a PEAS call about it. The issue was contained in the water and mitigation is ongoing with removal of contaminated soil. Township is working on cleanup and believe Taplin Group was contacted.
· 20-21 Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Planning Program Grant Agreement was sent to LEPC. This will be completed and returned to stay by the deadline of July 2nd.
